18 And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Go 

therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and 

of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you 

always, to the end of the age.”  Jesus wants each willing person in all nations to have someone discipling them. 

A personal relationship with others enables this to happen, with fellowship formed through Sunday 

School classes, parental relationships, business contacts, extracurricular activities, travel, phone, email 

and social media platforms.  While a local businessman such as Terry here in Houston might have 2 men 

each week individually getting in the Bible with him, a housewife may use the phone weekly during naps 

to disciple several younger women (Titus 2:3-5).  No one needs to fear lacking the knowledge to answer 

Bible questions, as about 100 guys getting discipled through LOGOS can tell how much Darin uses google.
