Darin sends an email in the mornings to men in order to help others know what God’s Word has shown him in knowing God 

better and making Him known.  Over 500 people receive this daily devotion, and although we never expect a response, many men 

share back how the LORD uses this in showing them how to follow Jesus Christ.  Each time someone responds, we get a sense 

of them growing in their Christlikeness and ministry potential of making more disciples of Christ.  The following email response 

from a businessman copied in red (what he wrote), and blue (what he read from Darin’s Devo!), shows his changed life as he 

applies the Scripture he’s learned.  Let’s keep sharing what the Bible says with other believers and those unsaved in our lives!! 

 

This was very good this morning Darin!  Regarding your comment "......experience forgiveness and live in complete honesty --",    

this is EXACTLY what I feel the Lord is doing in my life.   Specifically, he is showing me and making me aware --- in a loving way I 

might add --- that there are still pockets of my life where there is still some darkness, or dishonesty, or where I have not been fully 

cleansed.   I am very excited that this year will be a year of purging and cleansing.   I'm talking about going after things in my life 

that have been there for YEARS --- areas of selfishness, or lusts, or self-centeredness, that the Lord really wants to transform.  

 SO, this passage and your remarks were very timely for me today.  Love to you today --- know that I am praying for you _______ 

as we discussed.   It is so comforting to know that you are praying for _______ ---- thank you again for walking down this path. 

 

The Book of Psalms 32:2-3 (New Living Translation Bible -- NLT with all of these passages given for today from the One Year 

Bible: Exodus 30:11-31:18; Matthew 26:47-68; Psalm 32; Proverbs 8:27-32 ) 

 

2 Yes, what joy for those whose record the Lord has cleared of guilt, whose lives are lived in complete honesty! 

3 When I refused to confess my sin, my body wasted away, and I groaned all day long.  Psalm 32:2-3 NLT 

 

What did I learn about God?  God wants His people to experience forgiveness and live in complete honesty. 

What difference does this make in my life?  I'll keep confessing sin as the Holy Spirit uses Scripture to reveal it. 

How can this reading help me disciple men?  I'll encourage men to read God's Word daily and confess sins immediately when we
